TO: All Comrades/Members of Post 4262

In accordance with Section 223 Commemorative page 76.

Each post shall make arrangements for the observances of Memorial Day, see that suitable grave
markers, wreaths and flags of the United States are placed on the graves of deceased members and, if

practicable, conduct Memorial Day services in the cemeteries in its locality.

Each Post shall see that suitable arrangements are made for the observance of Veterans Day, Flag Day,
and Loyalty Day.
